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Atotal of 42,684 job openings were posted online from November 14, 2025, through December 13, 2025, for Ashland, Cuyahoga, Erie, Geauga,
Huron, Lake, Lorain, Medina, Portage, Richland, Stark, Summit, Tuscarawas and Wayne counties. This was an decrease of 3,977 ads from the
previous reporting period. Compared to the same time period a year ago, this reflects a decrease of 10,921 ads. The graph below shows

historical trends for ads posted in this area over the last several years.
